GuideStar Issues 10th Annual Nonprofit Compensation Report
The just-released 10th annual GuideStar Nonprofit Compensation Report is based on 149,608 observations from 99,590 Forms 990 for fiscal year 2008 filed by the entire 501(c) universe. Most 501(c) organizations that filed an FY 2008 return with the IRS had incomes of $1 million or greater. The report includes:

Summary of CEO Compensation

· 3,107 CEOs headed nonprofits with budgets greater than $50 million in FY 2008, and their median compensation was $394,508
· 2,332 CEOs headed nonprofits with budgets between $25 million and $50 million, and their median compensation was $238,085
· 6,117 CEOs headed nonprofits with budgets between $10 million and $25 million, and their median compensation was $173,457
· 18,589 CEOs headed organizations of between $1 million and $2.5 million and their median compensation was $87,849
· The larger the organization, the larger the increases in compensation. For example: 
· CEOs at organizations with budgets between $500 thousand and $1 million saw a median increase of 3.8 percent from 2007 to 2008, whereas 
· Those at organizations with budgets of greater than $50 million had a median increase of 5.1 percent
· Percent increases at all sizes of organizations were generally higher in 2008 than they were in 2007
· Health and science organizations had the highest overall median salaries
· Food, religion, and youth development organizations brought up the rear
· For the fifth straight year, Washington, D.C., had the highest overall median salaries of the 20 largest metropolitan statistical areas, and Riverside-San Bernardino, California, had the lowest
· Adjusted for cost of living, San Francisco nonprofit executives again had the lowest median buying power, while those in Detroit had the highest.
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
